PURPOSE

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
1.
The topic must be taken from the list provided by the instructor or must be approved by the instructor.

2.
The topic must be researched using a variety of sources, including but not limited to, books, periodicals, manuals, electronic, personal interviews, and audio-visual materials. At least five references must be included.

3. An outline of the presentation must be submitted to the instructor by the Thursday prior to the presentation.  The outline must include a complete bibliography following the guidelines of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association-Fifth Edition.

4. A seven to ten page scholarly paper must be submitted to the instructor within one week following the presentation. Papers must meet the guidelines of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association-Fifth Edition.

The presentation should be approximately 30 minutes in length.  Appropriate visuals should be used.
