Teaching Outline – for each of the 5-week sessions

The Practicum student will teach a number of lessons during the 40 hours. The practicum is split up into two (2) mini-teaching experiences. The following guide is for both of the two mini-experiences. Therefore, you follow this procedure twice during the 10 week practicum experience. 
Weeks 1 and 2

In the first two weeks, the practicum student will spend the first one or two sessions observing / participating in the class at a cursory level. Your observations of the class should be to:

· Observe the mentor teacher teaching. Make sure you take copious notes. These will help you later as you start to create your lesson plan for when you take over the teaching in the class. Focus on learning the structure of how your mentor teaches the lesson, including

· the planning of what is taught, 

· linking content to the QCC’s or the GPS’s

· how it is taught, 

· how the students participate in different activities,

· how guided practice / individual practice is integrated into the lesson,

· how the content is mastered (what types of assessments were used to evaluate whether the children learned the material,

· how any children that exhibit disabilities in the class are supported in their learning.

· Get to know the students, identify the curriculum 

· Begin to teach individual and small groups of children as a collaborative teacher with their mentor teacher leading the class. 

· Aid the mentor teacher in whatever tasks she/he asks you to complete. 
Weeks 3 through 5

During the last three weeks of each of the 5-week periods, the practicum student will be responsible for planning for and teaching the whole class for the full length of the class period. This will happen at least four times during the three weeks. The four times should be split equally between the two class periods that you participate in. 
For example, if during the first 5 weeks you are teaching Math then Language on a Monday and Wednesday, then during the last three weeks of the 5-week experience, you will formally teach two math classes and two language classes. Remember that each class is roughly 50 minutes long. Said another way, during the last three weeks you will participate in 12 classes (6 math, 6 language). During 4 of these classes, you will need to teach the full class for the full class period at least 4 times. The other times you will take responsibility for part (e.g., you teach a small group during part of the lesson) or all of the lesson. 
Coordinate which of the classes you take full responsibility for with your mentor teacher. Once you have scheduled which of the classes you will be teaching in full, you will need to let Dr. Barnett and Dr. Ernest know. This way we can schedule times to visit so that we can provide additional feedback to you. 
This would be repeated for the second five week session.
