


	EXAMPLE OF SECONDARY DANCE RUBRIC
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DIRECTIONS

	
No effort

	Faces correct direction; moves in line of direction; changes line of direction after seeing others

	Anticipates a direction change; changes direction at the appropriate times

	Remembers instruction for all dances; leads others; recognizes dance by music; unfazed by direction changes

	

FOOTWORK
	

No effort
	· Knows left from right; needs to watch others primarily to perform proper steps
	Performs basic steps in any direction; counts steps so direction changes are on time; corrects self by following others
	Acts as class role model; correctly does all dances/steps taught; performs proper footwork after verbal cue only

	

RHYTHM
	

No effort
	Claps or stomps on the beat; identifies tempo changes and can clap to them
	Counts steps out loud; combines slow and quick steps to music phrases; stays in sync with others
	Able to keep rhythm with and without music; dances smoothly with flow

	

GROUP WORK
	

No effort
	Joins group formation on request; follows established rules

	In sync with music and group; follows etiquette; does not drag others
	Can lead and follow in sync with music; synchronized and cooperative teamwork; accepts responsibility and follows etiquette

	

ROUTINE
	

No effort
	Minimal group effort and cooperation; basic steps but nothing challenging
	Group trades lead roles; uses a variety of dance steps; meets 2-3 minute time frame
