April 17th   Work on LT and presentation information (See my webpage for an example ppt and for a requirements list for the presentation).
The following dates are mandatory for final presentations (everyone will attend each day!!!);

Teacher Work Sample Dates:

You MUST target a class for your Teacher Work Sample by Feb.3rd. You must have permission to video tape that particular class. Make sure all video consent forms are on file with the front office for that class; if not, you will need to send home the video consent form from my webpage, collect them all, put them in a folder for proof that ALL students in that class may be on video! Your supervisor will check to make sure all students have been released to be videotaped!!! 

You WILL need to check your school, VSU library, or with Dr. Cathey to see if you can check out a wireless microphone to use on each of your videos. Dr. Cathey will be using the wireless mic’s for peer teaching that are housed in the HPE dept., so you may not be able to check out the mic’s unless you get on this project quickly. You need the wireless microphone so we can hear all of your interactions with students throughout the lesson.

You MUST complete your TWS sometime between the weeks of Feb. 20 and March 23rd so you will be able to turn in your TWS by March 30th. 
All of the below assignments are due on or before Friday,  April 20th at 5:00pm in LIVETEXT!!!!!!!!!
LT Portfolios should be submitted for REVIEW to each of your supervisors and to Dr. Sanderson.
Impact on the P-12 projects should be submitted for REVIEW to Dr. Sanderson. Just like you would attach a lesson plan. Name it: Sp 12 Teacher Candidate Impact Project
KSPE 4790 disposition found in your LT form box. Submit for REVIEW to your supervisor and to Dr. Sanderson. This will be available in your forms box by April 17th. 

Lesson Plan. YOU WILL submit for REVIEW an “exemplary” lesson plan to your Supervisor as an attached lesson plan.  Name it: Sp 12 Teacher Candidate Lesson Plan. Also, place this in your portfolio before submitting it for review. This may be one your supervisor viewed if you feel it is one of your best written lesson plans. 
Unit Plan. YOU WILL submit for REVIEW an “exemplary” unit plan to your Supervisor as an attached lesson plan. Name it: Sp 12 Teacher Candidate Unit Plan. Also, place this in your portfolio before submitting it for review. Use the example’s found on my webpage or the information that has been given to you by Dr. Hagood. 
Teacher Candidate Professional Portfolio Presentation. You will need to attach your ppt in your portfolio before submitting your portfolio for review. You may can tweak your ppt as needed before you present, but make sure your final copy is attached to your portfolio before you present. We will make a page for this in your portfolio if you do not have a page already in your template. 
Teacher Work Sample in Livetext. Must be sent to TPAC and submitted for review to the HPE account in livetext. 
Remember to refer to your COE student teaching handbooks for COE due dates. They are COE requirements; not HPE requirements. Your HPE requirements are listed above. (i.e.: Fall career day…forms that are due, exit dates for COE, etc…).
