ST Presentation Requirements
1. Make sure you introduce yourself and give us a short background about yourself. 
2. 10-12 minutes in length (practice, do not go over your time, I will stop you and your grade will reflect as such, but do not go under either.)
3. Create a ppt. Sell yourself with your presentation. Do not use annoying sounds, phasing in/out with words, sentences within the ppt. No more than 4 or 5 bullets. The slide should prompt you on what you want to elaborate on with the audience. 
a. Have your presentation cover the following information (Do not read any of this to us!)

b. Give verbally your philosophy of Physical Education (this sets you aside from others)

c. Take briefly about your case study (this sets you aside from others)

d. Talk about a lesson, give an example of that lesson that you taught that went well, maybe something you used with technology. For example; Mitch taught a Health lesson using a jeopardy game on the computer; Jennifer McDaniel used the smart board for a lesson in health. She gave an example of how to use smart board and how to assess the assignment she had.  

e. Discuss your professional developments (STW, Majors club, GAHPERD?)

f. Discuss briefly your biomechanics project.

g. Discuss your Impact on the P-12 Learner project. 

h. What were the most useful assignment(s)/work that you performed during your major (ie:  creating notebooks, fitness gram, annual plans, biomechanics, unit plans, or any particular classes that really helped prepare you for ST).

i. Briefly verbalize your reflections for 3700, 4710/3460, 3911, and student teaching.

j. Anything else? Anything that you learned or wish that you had more time learning/practicing before you entered student teaching.  

k. Discuss your plans, next 5 years, 10 years, etc., Masters, Doctorate?

4. Have your Livetext portfolio open in case we ask you a question and you must refer to that section. You can link those pages into your ppt, if you know how.
